Biography Assessment TEACHER Directions (Grade 3)
Use this pre-assessment to help you determine students’ proficiency in identifying and supporting the central message of a biographical text and making comparisons across texts.  These are skills central to the CCSS, the Biography unit, and the type of thinking that is required on standardized assessments.
This assignment should be completed in one regular reading workshop block.  Students will need time to read the passages, answer the questions and then provide a written response.  
Logistics for Administering the Assessment
You have different options for administering this assessment.  We have provided the assessment directions, passage and student response form in a digital format using Google Docs. With these documents you can: 
· Print and complete the assessment as a paper-pencil task.  If you print the document, you will want to make the boxes bigger for student responses or provide additional paper.  If you want to edit the document, go to File (under the Title of this document) then make a copy.
· Use these documents to create an assignment in Google Classroom to provide students with the assessment in a digital format (see your Technology Integration Specialist for help in creating a Google Classroom assignment.
If completed in a digital format, the boxes on the response sheet will expand with the students’ responses.  This format gives you an opportunity to see how much students will develop and elaborate on their ideas without you providing an expectation about length.  You may, however, decide to be explicit about the type of response you are looking for--a constructed (open) response or a more fully developed essay.  We leave this choice to you.
